SFC meeting – 1/ 14/16
Attendees:  Dan Matsch*, Toby Russell, David H*, Kristen Bruckner*, Coco Gordon*, Edward Kean, Rick DeSalvo, Diane Dandeneau, Dawn Weller, Scott Shipley (S20), Julie Ash (Otak) (*SFC voting member)
-Minutes from 12/21/15 meeting approved.
-Kristen B reported that the recycle/compost training for Town staff, to be conducted by the Lyons Elementary Eco Club, has been rescheduled to 1/27/16.  Also, the Lyons Elementary Discovery Fair, scheduled for later this month, is themed “upcycling” and the Eco Club is excitedly working on their entries.
-Coco G, as liaison to and member of the UEB, reported that 2 RFPs were received in response to the utility rate study.   Toby, Diane D, David H, and Justin Spencer volunteered to help review the RFPs.
-Toby R reported that the salvage planning (for buyout properties) is on track.  He is working with Resource and EcoCycle to identify items they will retrieve before the buildings are demolished.  He reported that the Fire Dept may conduct some trainings in the building(s) prior to demo.
-CSU extension has offered to conduct energy audits on Town buildings to identify opportunities to improve energy efficiency.
-Toby reports that the grants submitted to fund an EV charging station are all on track.  We will receive one grant from Boulder County, and will combine it with an economic development grant to fully cover the cost for the station.  
-As a result of a citizen request, Toby will follow up with Kyle Miller, Public Works, to verify that the Town uses eco-friendly ice melt, and to explore options on how to encourage/introduce Lyons residents and businesses to use.
-Toby is writing a grant to Boulder County to extend the Lyons Sustainability Coordinator position.  The SFC voted unanimously to support submission of grant, and if given the choice, to extend the grant into 2017 vs adding hours to the position in 2016.
-Scott Shipley and Julie Ash, who companies were awarded contracts for St. Vrain river restoration, gave a presentation showing plans for the river “reaches” included in the contract, and status of the restoration so far.  
-Diane Dandeneau provided an overview of a joint project being done by Tread Lightly and SmartHome (solar companies).  They are looking for approx. 10 households in Lyons, who are ready to or seriously considering solar, to participate in the study.  The goal of the study is to determine the effectiveness and any issues associated with the addition of batteries (along with a specialized inverter) to allows storage of some of the solar energy and provide power, independent of the sun, interruptions, and to withstand a period of loss of utility power.  Lyons is an ideal candidate since it owns its own utility, and understands well the implications of complete and extended loss of power.  Diane is meeting with UEB, and will come back to the SFC with their feedback.  Ultimately, she is looking for support (in the form of a letter) to the BOT blessing the project.  Note, there is no cost to the Town.  Additional costs (batteries and the special inverter) would be borne by the homeowner, who wants to have stored power as part of their solar solution.
